Supplementary Material

ALSPAC study information
Pregnant women resident in Avon, UK with expected dates of delivery 1st April 1991 to 31st December 1992 were invited to take part in the study. The initial number of pregnancies enrolled is 14,541 (for these at least one questionnaire has been returned or a “Children in Focus” clinic had been attended by 19/07/99). Of these initial pregnancies, there was a total of 14,676 foetuses, resulting in 14,062 live births and 13,988 children who were alive at 1 year of age. 

When the oldest children were approximately 7 years of age, an attempt was made to bolster the initial sample with eligible cases who had failed to join the study originally. As a result, when considering variables collected from the age of seven onwards (and potentially abstracted from obstetric notes) there are data available for more than the 14,541 pregnancies mentioned above. The number of new pregnancies not in the initial sample (known as Phase I enrolment) that are currently represented on the built files and reflecting enrolment status at the age of 24 is 913 (456, 262 and 195 recruited during Phases II, III and IV respectively), resulting in an additional 913 children being enrolled. The phases of enrolment are described in more detail in the cohort profile paper and its update (see footnote 4 below). The total sample size for analyses using any data collected after the age of seven is therefore 15,454 pregnancies, resulting in 15,589 foetuses. Of these 14,901 were alive at 1 year of age. 

A 10% sample of the ALSPAC cohort, known as the Children in Focus (CiF) group, attended clinics at the University of Bristol at various time intervals between 4 to 61 months of age. The CiF group were chosen at random from the last 6 months of ALSPAC births (1432 families attended at least one clinic). Excluded were those mothers who had moved out of the area or were lost to follow-up, and those partaking in another study of infant development in Avon.

Study data were collected and managed using REDCap electronic data capture tools hosted at the University of Bristol (Harris et al., 2009). REDCap (Research Electronic Data Capture) is a secure, web-based software platform designed to support data capture for research studies. Ethical approval for the study was obtained from the ALSPAC Ethics and Law Committee and the Local Research Ethics Committees. Informed consent for the use of data collected via questionnaires and clinics was obtained from participants following the recommendations of the ALSPAC Ethics and Law Committee at the time.

The study website contains details of all the data that is available through a fully searchable data dictionary and variable search tool (http://www.bristol.ac.uk/alspac/researchers/our-data/).

Attrition and missing data
The primary sample for analysis of mental health consisted of those with complete neurodevelopmental (AQ & SDQ), sex and COVID-19 event data (see main methods) and mental health outcome data from at least one timepoint (pre-pandemic, COVID1, COVID2 or COVID3) (n=3058). For anxiety, 1997 (65%) had GAD7 data at age 21, 2048 (67%) at COVID1, 1897 (62%) at COVID2 and 3028 (99%) at COVID3. For depression, 2973 (97%) had SMFQ data at age 25, 2024 (66%) at COVID1, 1892 (62%) at COVID2 and 2997 (98%) at COVID3. For mental wellbeing, 2192 (72%) had WEMWBS data at age 23, 2035 (67%) at COVID1, 1902 (62%) at COVID2 and 3014 (99%) at COVID3.

Imputation of missing questionnaire items
SDQ hyperactivity/inattentive questionnaires were discarded where >2 items were missing. In line with recommendations (www.sdqinfo.org) total subscale scores were derived using mean imputation for those with (≤2) of items missing.

AQ-10 and AQ-28 scores were only calculated when all items were completed. For the 50-item AQ, questionnaires with >10% of items missing were not used. Where between 1-5 items were missing, items were corrected as follows: corrected score=raw score x (50 / (50 – missing items).

Correlation between mental health scores
Correlations between continuous GAD7, SMFQ and WEMWBS scores at each timepoint are presented in Supplementary Table 8. 
Using broader definitions of ASD and ADHD sensitivity analysis
We repeated the main analysis of mental health using broader definitons of ADHD (SDQ >= 5) and ASD (AQ >27). Using these cut-offs, 24% of the cohort was categorised as having broad ADHD and 11% categorised as broad ASD. The cohort information remained similar in Supplementary Table 7 to the original cut-offs in Table 1, with the only differences being a higher proportion of individuals with broad ADHD reporting losing their jobs during the pandemic than those without, and a higher proportion of individuals with broad ASD reporting financial difficulties during the pandemic, differences we did not see using the original cut-points. 

Multilevel analysis using the broader cut-points for ADHD showed very similar β coefficients for fixed effects as using the original cut-point (estimates presented for ADHD in Supplementary Figure 5 and for ASD in Supplementary Figure 6).

COVID-19 infection
Data on COVID-19 infection up to the third COVID data sweep (Jan-March 2021) in ALSPAC was available in 3,124 people with complete ADHD and ASD symptom scores. 15.8% (493/3124) of the total cohort, encompassing 14% (55/394) of those with ADHD and 10% (8/79) of those with ASD reported a COVID-19 infection between the start of the pandemic and the time of COVID3 survey completion (Jan-March 2021). There was not strong evidence of association between reporting a COVID-19 infection and being classified as ADHD (OR = 0.85 [0.62-1.14], p=0.29) or ASD (OR = 0.61 [0.27-1.19], p=0.16).  

A log rank test was run to determine if there were differences in the distribution of infections in those with ADHD and ASD compared to those without. There was not strong evidence of differences in infection incidence distribution for either subgroup (ADHD (χ2(1)=1.1, p=0.29; ASD (χ2(1)=1.7, p=0.19). Cumulative incidence curves are presented in Supplementary Figure 7.

Mean scores ± 95% confidence intervals are plotted. All items indicated worse symptoms during COVID timepoints, for all subgroups. 
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Supplementary Figure 3 - Item by item comparison of SMFQ questionnaires in those with and without ADHD/ASD at each questionnaire timepoint. Mean scores ± 95% confidence intervals are plotted. Almost all items (except ‘no enjoyment’) indicated better symptoms during COVID timepoints compared to pre-pandemic in all subgroups. Feeling lonely was marginally elevated at COVID2 and 3 timepoints in those with ASD and ADHD at a level higher than pre-pandemic, whereas remained lower than pre-pandemic levels in those with ADHD and ASD.
